Ways to fundraise for a Kid Pan Alley residency:
Traditional methods:

Barnes & Noble book fair

Whole Foods 5% day

Lions, Rotary, Kiwanis and other civic clubs
Local government
Sell Kid Pan Alley residency CDs to school families (cost is $8/CD for mastered recording – some schools sell to families for $10-$12@)
Charge a nominal fee ($2-$5) for parents and other adults to attend evening residency concert

Grants:

Virginia Commission for the Arts or other state or local arts commissions (these organizations often receive money from the National Endowment for the Arts that they are required to distribute locally; applications generally are due the year before a residency takes place)

Local community foundations and donor-advised funds

Target, Wal-Mart, and Sam’s Club local grants (generally about $1,000@)
